ARAPAHOE COUNTY REPUBLICAN ASSEMBLY – MARCH 21, 2026 
  
Pursuant to the Bylaws of the Arapahoe County Republican Central Committee, and 
Colorado Revised Statutes § 1-4-601 and § 1-4-602, notice is hereby given that 
the Arapahoe County Republican Assembly shall be convened beginning at 10:00 
A.M. on March 21, 2026, at Hinkley Hill High School located at 1250 Chambers Rd, 
Aurora, CO 80015   Check-in and credentialing for this Assembly will begin at 8:30 A.M. 
  
Delegate participation for the Arapahoe County Assembly is open to eligible members at the 
time of caucus who have declared their intent and been elected by their caucus.  Delegates 
and alternates for assembly other than Arapahoe County have been apportioned based on 
the assemblies’ declaration of delegate count. 
 
 The principal purposes of this Assembly of County Delegates shall be: 
  

• To ratify the election of Precinct Committee Persons; 
  

• To designate Republican candidate(s) for County office primary ballots; 
  

• To elect delegates to the Colorado State Republican Assembly, and to elect or ratify 
the election of delegates and alternates to all higher District Assemblies; and 

  
• To consider and adopt such other rules and resolutions, and conduct all other 

business of the Republican Party, which may lawfully come before such an 
Assembly of delegates. 

  
Notice is hereby provided, on behalf of the respective District Chairmen, that the 

forthcoming single-county Republican District Assemblies will be convened in conjunction 

with this County Assembly. The purpose of these assemblies is to designate Republican 

candidates for the 2026 Primary Election ballot. Delegates to the Arapahoe County 

Republican Assembly who reside within the relevant districts shall fulfill their designated 

responsibilities at their respective District Assemblies.
